Angu;'//a is '0 fang J}orrow island approximately 165 mites east of Puerto Rico, It 
wos a member of the British Caribbean Territories until this federation was dissolv.ed. 
The country was then placed into a ,oint federation between St. Kitts and Nevis, 

, two more prosperous islands than Anguilla, But, after several rnonths, this did not 
satisfy the Angui1/ans and they revolled by expelling the St,. Ki.tts police force. O'n 
July 11, 1967 they dedared their independence.
